Expectations
For All Athletes and Parents 2011-2012
ATHLETES:

Conduct:
· Athletes will conduct themselves at all times in a good manner. This includes before, during and after practice; in the locker room; on the bus, and at games/meets or may be subject to dismissal from the team/squad.
· Athletes will keep the locker rooms and equipment in good order at all times.

· Athletes who abuse equipment or the locker rooms may be dismissed from the squad/team.

· Some actions by athletes may result in immediate dismissal. They include but are not limited to:

1. Fighting

2. Anything related to alcohol, drugs or weapons

3. Disrespect toward a coach, administrator, teacher, adult or other team member.

Practice: 

· Be at practice everyday and on time.

· If you have to leave school and will not be at practice notify the Coach in advance.
· If you miss a practice you will have to make up missed conditioning.

· An unexcused absence from practice may result in sitting out a portion of the next game/meet/event.

· Three unexcused absences may result in dismissal from the squad/team.

Academics & Attendance:
· Semester averages will be checked at the end of the appropriate grading period. Any athlete who does not pass 5 out of 6 subjects may be dismissed from the squad/team for the remainder of the season. 
· Excessive absences from school may result in dismissal from the squad/team and/or prevent a student from trying out for teams in the future.
· All students are subject to the Attendance Laws and rules for participation/event attendance.
In School Suspension:
· Any athlete assigned ISS or OSS will not attend practices for the duration of their ISS/OSS time and will sit out at least a portion of the next game. 
· Any athlete with excessive ISS or OSS will be dismissed from the squad/team at the coach’s discretion.

GAMES:

· Athletes and coaches will conduct themselves in a manner that brings credit to Heard County.  No disrespect will be shown referees for poor calls etc.  Heard County athletes and coaches will always show respect for the sport, the referees and all members of the opposing team.
PARENTS:
· I give my child permission to ride the bus to and from away games. If I take my child home from the game I must sign him/her out with a coach.
· Playing time is strictly a coaching decision. Coaches will not discuss playing time with parents. Coaches will, however, be glad to discuss an athlete’s progress and offer suggestions for improvement.
· Parents are asked not to hold conversations with the coach right before, during or after the games.
· Parents are expected to show respect for all athletes (both ours and our opponents), the referees, coaches, school officials, and other spectators during games or they may be removed from the event.
· Parents will ensure that athletes are picked up in a timely manner following practice and games.
